New Training 
Course ls Started 
21 Freshmen Will Study 
For Post-War Positions 

New four year training courses 
to fit 21 members of the freshman 
class for definite reconstruction or 
post-war positions have been start­
ed this fall. 

The subjects to be studied have 
been divided into two groups, train­
ing the freshmen for scientific or 
economic pos itions. Both 6 rcup, 
will study a modern foreign lang­
uage, and a histo1·y course which 
will give them some understanding 
of the political situation in tue 
world today. 

The section for scientific training 
is taking Philosophy 11, the theme 
of which will be "Knowledge and 
the Problems of the Present Day", 
and two of the following, mathe­
matics, physics, chemistry or biolo­
gy, while those training for eco­
nomic positions are studying Eng­
lish 1 under Miss Burton, econom­
ics and either mathematics or a 
laboratory science. 

A seminar will be held for all the 
students in the course. Informal 
evening meetings are planned with 
Wheaton faculty and visiting pro­
fessors from other colleges. 

Since their academic require­
ments will be fulfilled under this 
program, the freshmen may trans­
fer to regular liberal arts training 
if they wish. Of the 21 girls en­
rolled in the course, 7 are on schol­
arship.
