Or what about a din­
ner of Chinese delicacies prepared 
by your hostess? All this is ju-st 
part of the fun to be found going 
on in Stanton 219, the first dorm­
itory home of Moo-Lan Chuang, 
Wheaton's only Chinese student. 

Before coming to Wheaton in 
1941 as a sophomore, Moo-Lan was 
educated for one year at St. John's 
University, Shanghai. She had 
previously been graduated from the 
McTyeirc High School, Shanghai, 
to which she proudly refers as the 
most famous of Chinese secondary 
schools. It was at McTyeire that 
Moo-Lan was president of the stud­
ent body and manager of the book­
store; and upon graduation she 
was elected alumnae president of 
her class. 

At Wheaton, besides treating her 
friends to real Chinese tea "from 
the interior", getting confused with 
American slang, and frustrating 
the post-office crew with the char­
acter-covered postcards she re­
ceives, Moo-Lan has chosen psy­
chology as the major which will 
help her most in the post-war re­
construction work she hopes to do 
in her own land. For f urther 
training in this field she attended 
the Vassar Summer I nstitute last 
summer, where she studied child 
care and development . It was as a 
result of this course that as one of 
the fourteen charter members, she 
was elected t reasurer and member­
ship chairman of the Chinese Child 
Care Study Group.

When ;woo-Lan first arrived here 

Wheatonites were often treated to 
a glimpse of the gentle dignity of 
the East when she appeared in 
native dresses, particularly on such 
occasions as the presentation of 
last year's fall play, "Lady Prec­
ious Stream", for which Moo-Lan 
served as one of the introductory 
raconteurs. 

"But", she sighs, "since Pearl 
If a1,bor there is no transportation 
from home. And the dresses I 
brought with me are becoming 
worn". So American clothes are 
slowly becoming more habitual 
with her; but even to them she 
muna!{CS to lend a bit of her own 
graciousness. 

And in spite of the poor com­
munication, letters from her 
mother and her architect father, 
still in Shanghai, do get through 
on the average of once a month. 

Since it will be impossible to re­
turn to China until peace is declar­
ed, Moo-Lan hopes to continue her 
work after graduation by attend­
ing the winter sessions of Columbia 
Graduate School ! The summer s 
she would like to spend indulging 
her love of travel and collecting 
postcards, by continuing her public 
111scu~sions of Chinese problems 
under such an organization as the 
United China Relief.

Americanism Stressed 
The most typically .Am1erican 

paintings seem to be those which 
present different phrases of the 
strictly American scene in a 
i,traight fonvard manner. So.me of 
the older painters such as Eakins, 
Ryder, Homer and Bellows have 
thus far weathered the storms of 
criticism and should continue to be 
considered outstanding American 
artists. The early works of Benton 
and the paintings of such men as 
Grant Wood, Reginald Marsh and 
John Sloan are all straightfor­
wardly American. 

All Americans seem to have an 
instinctive feeling for pattern and 
co.'llposition. In this respect what 
could be more delightful than a 
Sheeler or a Hopper or an 
O'Keefe? 

Perhaps the post-war period will 
produce a fusion of all these el­
ements and the emergence of a 
true A.metican style. This war is 
testing American ingenuity. We 
are inventing and creating to des­
troy. Tomorrow we will invent and 
create to build.
