She will take over 
the courses of the late Marguerite 
Metivier, associate professor of 
French. 

A native of France, Mlle. Gre-
millot has received many letters 
from friends and distant relatives 
who are still there telling how 
overjoyed they were when t_he 
American soldiers marc~ed m. 
During her visit to France m 1936, 
Mlle. Gremillot said that s_he could 
feel the tension of impending war.

Appearing on campus under such 
assumed names as Bertha, Shadee, 
the Mole, Buzzer, and Beaver, 
Hertha is more often seen beating 
a hasty track from Mary Lyon to 
Marty's to Everett, and more re­
cently to the inner recesses of the 
Gym and the Cage where the 
machinery of this year's vaudeville 
is being secretly molded. 

The theatre has always been 
Hertha's secret yearning, a passion 
which started way back in grade 
school and is now burning a red 
streak through Wheaton. A peek 
at her desk, once you have un­
covered the Jitter of notes and 
scripts to get to it, reveals a casual 
candid shot of two sun-glassed, 
bare-legged women.

Founde1· Of Conf e1·ence 
Reads Paper Fm· A. Keller 

Ralph P. Boas, head of the 
English department, r epresented 
Wheaton at the annual midwinter 
meeting of the School and College 
Conference on English held at the 
Biltmore Hotel in :-lew York City 
on Friday and Saturday, February 
9 and 10. The Conference was 
founded 20 years ago by :\h. Boas, 
who was for years its first presi­
dent. 

At the meeting, Mr. Bo'ls read 
a paper on English Teaching an,J 
the Classics, by Albert Galloway 
Keller, former professor at Yale 
University. Mr. Boas also pre­
sented a report for the reJrgani­
zation of the Conference. 

"One of the few working Pduca­
tional organizations and unique in 
its field," says :\fr. Boa!<, the Con­
ference was founded for the pur­
pose of formulating policies and 
procedures for the teaching o! 
English in colleges and prepnratorr 
~chools. Since its founding, the 
Conference has grown into an 
organization which includes mem­
bers from the leading colleges and 
schools in the East, and has exerted 
a considerable amount of influence 
in relating the English programs 
of preparatory schools to those of 
the colleges for which their stu­
dents arc being prepared. 

The paper on English Teaching 
and the Classics which :\fr. Boas 
read for )Ir. Keller set forth the 
idea that while a knowledge of the 
classics was valuable in the study 
of Engli!<h literature, such a know­
ledge was apt to have a bad dfcct 
on the formation of a simple and 
direct composition style. :\Ir. 
Keller al~o felt that more attention 
should be given to the study of 
classic mythology. 

Other matters dealt with at the 
meeting included a report of the 
Committee Studying the Work in 
English of the Army and Navy 
Trainees, a study of the achieve­
ment test in English composition 
and a paper on A Scientist's View 
of Training in English. 

Attendance at the meeting was 
limited to 50 in conformity with 
a request of the Office of Defense 
Transportation, said :\fr. Boas

and for each picture there are two 
separate face,, one happy and one 
unhappy, one of which the child 
taking the test places over the 
blank one. 

"This technique is projective," 
says )liss Amen, "because the 
child projects his own thought and 
feeling in interpreting the picture. 
In this way it is possible to dc­
• .. rminc the amount of anxiety by 
the number of unhappy comple­
tions. The kind of anxiety may 
be determined by the remarks of 
the child as he explains why he 
gives the picture a happy or an un­
happy face." 

For illustration :\Iiss Amen 
chose the picture of aggressive at­
tack which showed two children 
struggling for the same toy. "The 
child who is afraid of losing his toys 
puts on an unhappy face," she said, 
"but the aggressive child who 
knows he can defend himself puts 
on a happy face because he feels 
sure he will keep the toy." 

Work Is Timely 
The work is timely, '.\1iss Amen 

points out, as in the war situation 
people are interested in what 
children arc anxious about. If one 
can lower anxiety in little children 
it can be cleared up before it be­
romes a real problem she explained. 
Three groups in Boston were used 
in the original study from The

Eighteen pints of blood pulsed 
from the arms of Wheaton stu­
dents who made their donations 
to the Red Cross Blood Bank la.st 
Tuesday at the Baptist Church in 
Taunton. 

"We went in with stars in our 
eyes, feeling patriotic," said Vir­
ginia Finn '46, "and bang, bang, 
bang, it was all over, and we were 
out being offered coffee, coke or gin­
ger ale with pretzels by the Junior 
Red Cross workers." 

The 1irocedure at the Blood Bank 
was well organized and efficient, 
said Georgia Hcigelmann '46, an­
other donor. The girls first had 
their blood tested, and were asked 
about previous diseases and ill­
nesses. Their temperature and 
pulse were taken by nurse's aides, 
and canteen workers brought a 
glass of water to each donor before 
she mounted the 1·ccently vacated 
bed assigned to her. The nurse's 
aide was completely floored by 
Georgia, who.,e temperature re­
fused io rise, and two thermometers 
were thrown away before the 
mercury appeared. 

One nurse was in charge of two 
bed's and a nurse's aide attended 
each girl. The nurse administered 
novacainc and then inserted the 
tube painlessly in the girls' arms. 
A wad of Kleenex was placed in 
the hand of each donor to help 
force out the blood, and in four 
minutes it was all over.

tremely tiring to finish exams

It should be possible to end exams 
Thursday night by lessening the 
number of class days by one week.

Under proctors, cheating seems 
to be out.witting "tyrants" in high 
places--i.e., the professors. This 
psychology is wrong, and must go 
if the honor system is to survive 
its first trial. The honor system 
presupposes a commonwealth of 
students which docs not now exist. 
The girls should feel themselves a 
group working together for an 
education, not against the faculty.

locations which may take years 
to adjust. The Germans looted 
French factories lo rebuild fac­
tories inside Germany which were 
worn out or destroyed by Allied 
bombing. Transfers in title were 
effected in hundreds of French 
factories, from French to Gl•rman 
hands. Systematic dcsiruclion by 
German and Allied bombs in turn, 
have wrecked many of the greatest 
French industries. The French 
financial structure was almo,t com­
pletely destroyed by deliberate 
German efforts, and by cvcrgrow­
ing inflation. And there is the 
tragic fact that France's labor 
supply, her young men, has been 
depicted beyond belief, in numbers 
and in working capacity, by battle­
front casualties, deportation, starv­
ation and disease. 

The~e a re a f ew of the serious 
economic problems which France 
must solve if she is to take her 
place as a strong and independent 
nation. The promised French oc­
cupation of the Ruhr and a large 
measure of French control within 
United Nations policy, over the part 
this great indu. trial area plays in 
reparations will be seen to be 
vitally important in the solution 
of these problems. It is hoped that 
ihe labor and the materials pro­
duced by the Ruhr an•a and used, 
as tht·y probably will be, to rebuild 
France, will have a healthy effect 
on all European economy, including 
Germany.
