American groups gain experience
in politics, labor, and education,

6. to give Africa a true picture
of America by presenting students
from all ethnic, racial, and re-
ligious backgrounds,

77 to help Americans under-
stand Africa through a series of
public talks and essays on the
work done in Africa.

The process of screening is very
thorough. Each interested st udent
must make a special study of
Africa and submit an essay to be
judged. The requirements for
each applicant are a high academic
average, true interest, and ex-
perience in group relations. Each
student must have several refer-
ences, and, if possible, he must
have an interview. The students
chosen realize that they will be
exposed to malaria and dysentary
and must endure the discomforts
of primitive living.

The workcamps in each different
area meet some specific commun-
ity need. They build schoolhouses,
chapels, water systems, libraries,
clinics, and other aids, The stu-
dents also teach arithmetic, his-
tory, geology, English, homemak-
ing and hygiene. After a day's
work, the Americans and Africans
get together and frankly discuss
aspects of both countries.

The students pay $900 to partici-
pate in Crossroads, The actual
cost per student is approximately
§1,650. The family of a student
who can afford to pay the full
amount is asked to pay the differ-
ence in a tax deductable contribu-
tion. Money is further raised by
churches, and civic groups,
