On Saturday, November 8, the
Riding Drill Teams of Wheaton
and House in the Pines School will
hold their twenty-fifth annual com-
petition for the trophy.

PLIGHT OF DEMOCRATS
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could stand together on foreign
policy, but the Republicans under-
mined the Democratic position by
agreeing with them. The issues
of civil rights and fair employment
practices have pulled the party
apart. It is small wonder that the
President has been unable to sell
his program of higher taxes and
other deflationary measures to hold
down money incomes and prices. He
has had relatively little to offer
his party, as such, in exchange for
this burden.

The inflation problem has been
complicated by the growing power
of the voting bloes. These blocs
have become more vocal and cogniz-
ant of their common interest in
higher incomes. As individuals they
might be limited by reasonable
argument; as groups they may ap-
peal to political force. It is likely
to be political suicide for a political
party to face these groups with
nothing to offer but reason. Neither
party has done so during the cur-
rent campaign,

Governor Stevenson iz a new
face, uses longer and more refined
words, and insists that he speaks
to individuals rather than to blocs
of voters. He appeals to reason
rather than to emotion. He has
earned our respect and admiration
in many ways, but he has arrived
too late. It is unfortunate that the
Democrats should offer him as a
possible sacrifice at this time.
Whatever his personal views and
wisdom, it seems unlikely that he
would, if elected, be able to unite
the diverse interests of the Demo-
cratic party and carry the party
with him in an effort to solve our
problems, The party’s long-stand-
ing economic commitments to blocs
of voters, especially to farmers and
labor, which are detrimental to the
present situation, are what hold the
party together and keep it in pow-
er. The various elements in the
Democratic Party have little else
in common.

the presidency or the penitentiary.

Generals in politics were familiar
figures all through our first cen:
tury. The Republican party lost
with one in its very first campaign
in 1866, and next turned to 2
relatively unknown and inexpﬂ‘i'
enced lawyer from Illinois, with 8
Biblical first name to boot. In
1864, the Democrats chose a popu"
lar general to oppose Lincoln, but
to no avail. After losing the elec
tion of 1880 with General Hancock,
“the Superb,” the Democratic party
gave up generals, at least until
1948 when many of their adherents
were tempted into thinking that
Eisenhower was their man.

Eisenhower is the only military
man ‘to win a nomination in the
twentieth century, but he is by 1o
means the only figure in American
history who could have had either
party’s nomination. Popular heroes
have always attracted politicos, an
struggling to undermine their repu-
tations has been the customary
political practice of their oppon-
ents.

This campaign is unusual iB
many respects, as in the blanket
coverage of the nation by both
candidates, who must be envying
the good old days of “front-pOI'Chn
campaigns. Unique also is the in-
ability of observers to predict the
outcome at this stage; it may th
hinge on some last-minute incl*
dent, as did the campaign of 1884
first Democratic victory in 24 long
years. The active participation-‘of
an outgoing President is a rar®
event, unknown gince the days of
Theodore Roosevelt. The redoubt-
able Teddy made no such strenuou$
efforts in support of his protégé
Taft, and lived to regret that he
had made any. History may well
repeat itself with Mr. Truman and
Mr. Stevenson.
